College students are needed to help develop the English literacy skills and study habits of intellectually gifted low-income elementary school children in the OPEN GATE program. OPEN GATE enables each child to benefit fully from the San Diego School Districts' Gifted and Talented Education (GATE) Program.

Those interested in the education profession who would like to associate themselves with the goals and purposes of the OPEN GATE Program are encouraged to apply. Tutors will work 8 to 18 hours a week at a designated elementary school sites located throughout Southeast San Diego and in Escondido, and will work in the classroom under the supervision of the OPEN GATE Teacher. Tutors need to be well grounded in English literacy skills. Applicants who are fluent in Vietnamese, Lao, Somali, Hmong, Cambodian, Tagalog, or Spanish are preferred. Hourly pay is competitive with other tutoring programs, and is based on experience. OPEN GATE tutors will be required to attend two paid tutor training sessions conducted by SDSU’s Department of Education, where they will receive valuable training regarding literacy and fluency building strategies.

Qualifications:

All applicants:

· Must demonstrate proficiency in reading, writing, and mathematics. 

· Must successfully pass a criminal background check conducted by the CA Department of Justice. 

· Must successfully pass the TB skin test requirements of the San Diego Unified School District. 

Additional Information:

The OPEN GATE Program was developed through a partnership between the Human Development Foundation, and the San Diego City Schools, Gifted and Talented Education (GATE) Department, Seminar Program.

OPEN GATE was established in the spring of 1998 to meet the needs of elementary school children in San Diego with exceptional academic potential and extremely limited economic means. OPEN GATE aligns highly intelligent students from low-income families with the resources necessary to nurture their gifts and support their education through enrollment in the GATE program.

OPEN GATE is intended to serve students who need extraordinarily high-level, advanced, and challenging curricular activities; those with extremely high tested ability but low school achievement; and those who are divergent thinkers.
Application Process:

· Applicants being considered will be contacted and interviewed by phone. 

· Human Development Foundation staff will then conduct in-person interviews with potential candidates.

· Selected individuals will be required to undergo criminal background and pre-employment health checks prior to appointment. 

· Two full Saturdays of tutor training at San Diego State University are required.
